CONDITIONS FOR THE

 2005 INTERNATIONAL SCULPTURE SYMPOSIUM OF MEYMAC

Specialty: Granite

Theme : Sport

Article 1: Within the context of the cultural events organised by the Town Council of Meymac, each sculptor wishing to take part in the following: a sculpture symposium, beginning the 1st of August and ending the 10th of August 2005, must send a complete folder including C.V. and photographs presenting his experience in monumental granite sculpture before the 15th of April 2005 to:

Mr. Michel Kirsch, Le Lac, 19250 MEYMAC, FRANCE

Article 2: Mr. Michel Kirsch,  technical advisor, shall select the blocks of granite beforehand. The volume may vary between 1 m3 and 1.5 m3.

Article 3: The artists shall draw lots for the blocks they work on.

Article 4: Each sculptor shall bring the tools necessary to carry out his work.

Article 5: The sculptor is committed to work a minimum volume of 10% of the block.

Article 6: The work of art shall be personal and not collective under constraint of termination of the contract. In such case the Town Council reserves all rights not to pay for the work of art.

Article 7: The sculptor is committed to be present during the 10 days from 10 h 00 to 12 h 00 and from 15 h 00 to 18 h 00 and to answer any questions addressed to him by the public and thus contribute to the animation of the symposium; a security perimeter shall nonetheless be defined.

Article 8: The Town Council reserves all rights to choose an appropriate location for the sculpture.

Article 9: The sculpture shall remain the property of the Town of Meymac. The sculptor declares to renounce all rights to the use of the work and to any derived products.

Article 10: For his undertaking, the sculptor shall receive the following payment of: 1 800 €

Article 11: The Town Council will provide midday meals and, if necessary, individual accommodation.

Article 12: The sculptor takes on the responsibility to pay any social contributions that may be incumbent upon his artistic status. 

Article 13 : A down payment of 150 € will be required on the signature of the agreement : it shall  be kept in case of  withdrawal, otherwise it shall be fully returned to each participant at the end of the symposium.
